
Generic Talking Points for the Announcement of 
ARRA School Improvement Grants (SIG)

· The U.S. Department of Education has created a new process to help America’s schools improve teaching and learning for all students.  

· The State of Michigan has received $119-million to award grants to selected schools who will be implementing significant changes this fall.  

· The Michigan Department of Education has determined over 100 schools are eligible for ARRA School Improvement Grants.

· Eligible districts may apply for up to $2 million to implement one of four federally-defined intervention models.  

For those without schools on School Improvement Grant list . . . 
· While we are not eligible for these School Improvement Grant funds, we will continue to progress and challenge ourselves to strive for even better results for our children.  We also look forward to working with those schools that are eligible, as they will likely become the catalyst for innovation in our state.

· While we had been able to enact small adjustments to improve over the past few years, this opportunity will provide [school] with the resources we need to make significant changes and dramatically improve teaching and learning.
